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The aim and objective of this paper was to identify the vulnerability of the people residing within mapped communities to 
be exposed to civil con�icts and forced migration that will be wholly attributed to climate change. A case study approach 

was adopted to engage people from selected rural communities to share their experiences to civil con�icts and exposure to 
migration. Two states Enugu and Ebonyi were selected for this study and in each state; three communities were assessed 
and interacted with. A qualitative methodology adopting focus group interview and participatory approach was utilized to 
gather facts and data. Major �ndings indicated that the people residing across selected communities are exposed to growing 
frequencies of civil con�icts and possibility of forced migration and taking refuge in IDP camps or neighboring towns. �e
