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Introduction:  �ere are diverse intracranial tumors and many of them are known to have some salient diagnostic features in neuro 
imaging.

Aim: �e aim of this study is to emphasizing some neuroradiological pictorial diagnostic features of certain intracranial tumors.

Image Presentations: Case-1: Brain MRI of a 60 year old woman who presented with headache and tongue weakness showed that the 
clivus has been replaced by a T1W isointense and T2W hyperintense so� tissue mass with heterogenous enhancement. A diagnosis 
of chordoma was made. Case-2: A 15 year old male presented with headache and abnormal gait. Brain MRI showed T1W isointense 
solid infratentorial mass in the right cerebellar peduncle with a hypointense necrotic centre. �is mass compresses and displaces 
the fourth ventricle to the le�. Only the solid component enhanced (Medulloblastoma). Case-3: A 51 year old male presented with 
right unilateral sensori-neural hearing loss and disequilibrium. Brain MRI showed extracanalicular right cerebellopontine angle
