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Introduction: �e incidence of breast cancer (BC) in Bulgaria is lower than the average in Europe (76.3 out of 100 000 females to 
average in Europe 94.2/100 000 females). �e data from Bulgarian National Cancer Registry for the last 40 years shows continuous 
growth in the number of newly diagnosed cases – from 1632 patients in 1976 to 4000 in 2014. �e staging distribution for 2013 is the 
following: stage I (A, B) – 29%, stage II (A, B) – 42 %, stage III (A, B, C) – 20 %, stage IV – 5 %, unclassi�ed – 4 %1. 

Purpose: �e purpose of this study is to analyze the choice of therapeutic management in patients with BC, diagnosed and treated 
at the Breast Unit, University Hospital ''Tzaritza Joanna – ISUL'', Medical University (MU) of So�a in 2016 according to the stage of 
the disease.

Materials and method: All patients, diagnosed with BC were staged according to the TNM- classi�cation (8th edition). �e University 
of Southern California/Van Nuys Prognostic Index (USC/VNPI), the Memorial Sloan-Kettering Cancer Center (MSKCC) nomogram
