are inficted with a psychological problem, tend to see the infiction as
part of a “mindset” that attributes a condition to “evil eye” or demonic
passion”.

Paradoxically, psychological services and healing practices that
are rooted in the traditional ways of healing have seen an increase in
the nature of services provided and a steady reliance on traditional
healing methods. It seems to many potential clients in the Arab world
that psychology as a science has not grown enough deep roots to be
regarded as a distinct discipline trustworthy of providing treatment
options when compared to medicalized treatment that rely heavily on
physiological interventions via injections or drugs (i.e., psychiatry).
