Transrectal Double Balloon Enteroscopy (DBE) showed a 2.5 cm
wide Sub-mucosal Tumor (SMT) in the middle section of the small
intestine (Figure 2).

The tumor was yellowish and soft with a positive cushioning sign.
Ulceration was observed at the top and base of the tumor (Figure 2),
suggesting the source of his bleeding. Laparoscopy-assisted small
bowel resection was performed. The resected specimen was a 3.0 cm
semipedunculated SMT with an obvious exposed vessel at the center of
the ulcer (Figure 3).
