defined many years before, the name apoptosis (a-po-toe-sis) was 
originally used in a now-classic work by Kerr, Wyllie, and Currie in 1972 
to characterise a physically different form of cell death. In multicellular 
organisms, apoptosis is a type of planned cell death. C. C. C
between 50 and 70 billion cells every day in the ordinary adult person.
