A zoonosis (plural zoonoses, or zoonotic illnesses) is an irresistible 
malady caused by a pathogen (an irresistible specialist, such as a 
bacterium, infection, parasite or prion) that has bounced from an 
creature (as a rule a vertebrate) to a human.
