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Introduction
Then the subject was instructed to take another deep breath in, 

with the mouthpiece still in his mouth, until the lungs were full with 
air. When finished the effort/manoeuvre was completed. Consequently, 
minimum three readings were recorded of each test for every subject 
and the best of the three was selected for having reproducibility 
and validity of the recorded test [1]. Indications for performing 
pulmonary function tests are patient presenting symptoms like cough, 
breathlessness, wheeze, abnormal chest radiography. Monitoring 
patient with known pulmonary disease for progression and response 
to treatment e.g. interstitial fibrosis, chronic obstructive pulmonary 
disease, asthma etc. Preoperative evaluation prior to lung resection, 
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
